What it Does

Today the trust offers grants to students aged 14 to 24 years to advance their education and training. Applications are ac-
cepted from those who are or were students at the Blandford area schools with residency in certain parishes in and around 
Blandford Forum. Grants are usually made to assist with additional items of student expenditure, such as extra courses, 
books, equipment and travel.

Since it’s change of focus, in 1932, from running a School to the issuing of educational grants, the Foundation has helped 
the lives of many hundreds of Blandford area students.  Until recently it was required of students, applying for a grant, to 
attend an interview with the Governors.  But the fact that such a panel of people were giving you their backing and sup-
port often acted as an enormous confidence boost. Sometimes a very needed confidence boost, with some students taking 
up and pursuing their chosen subjects and careers because of the extra backing they had been given. Interviews are no 
longer a part of the process but Governors still sift through the written applications so that they can give their support to 
Blandford students.

Subjects people have chosen are very diverse; from Maths to Modern Languages, from Drama to Medicine etc.  Grants 
have also been awarded to students still at school as well as those applying for university and college places.  Quite pos-
sibly up-and-down Great Britain there exist such educational charities and some very ancient foundations, but certainly 
it might be hard to find any with a longer educational tradition than the Milton Abbas Foundation whose beginning goes 
back to 1521 with the Monastery Founded School of Milton. It was Abbot William de Middleton, 1482-1523, who 
instituted the free school within the town of Milton by deed dated 10 February, 1521,  and which was sealed with the 
common seal of the abbey. Trustees were established to oversee the running of the school. In 1932 the estate was sold and 
in 1953 the mansion and grounds were bought by another trust, separate from the MAEF Foundation, to establish Milton 
Abbey School. The good will that began at Milton Abbey with William de Middleton has been maintained over 5 
centuries, indeed it will be the 500th anniversay of the Foundation in a couple of years time and says much about the 
vitality of such a concept - giving continued support to the future of our sons and daughters.

I am now a trustee on the MAEF representing Milton Abbas village and at the recent AGM we discussed ways in which 
we can raise the awareness of the Foundation to  hopefully facilitate aditional income through direct donations and estate 
bequests etc. These days capital investment returns are pretty meagre and consequently the amounts we can 
disburse to scholars in the defined catchment areas is much less than it once was and less than we would like to provide.
However the amounts we can provide still make a difference to those local students in and around the Blanford area to 
help realise their potential.
